To the entire Tel Aviv University community — dear students,

This morning, a missile launched from Iran struck near the Tel Aviv University
campus. As a result of the impact, secondary damage occurred — mainly shattered
glass —in several buildings and dormitories. Fortunately, none of our students,
faculty, or staff were harmed.

Understandably, the incident has caused significant concern and even led to false
rumors of a direct hit on the university. | would like to clarify: there was no direct
strike on the campus or the dormitories, and all students, academic staff, and
administrative personnel are safe.

We are living through a difficult and distressing time, but even under these
conditions, we must strive to maintain our academic activity — while showing the
utmost sensitivity. As a reminder, all classes continue to be held remotely via Zoom,
attendance is not mandatory, and all lectures are recorded and made available for
students to view at their convenience.

| urge everyone to be mindful of our students’ challenges — and at the same time, to
recognize the difficulties some of our instructors may also be facing. If any
obstacles arise in delivering classes, we will ensure that appropriate make-up
arrangements are provided.

Itis in difficult times such as these that the strength of a community is truly tested. |
trust that together — students, faculty, and administrative staff — we will continue to
act with mutual understanding, solidarity, and a spirit of shared responsibility.
